> Players in Qualifying Draw will play in a Round Robin, comprising of 4 groups
of 3 each, top 4 players/pairs of each event will qualify to participate in the Main
Draw of that particular event.
> Maximum Entries per event is 40.
Eligibility > Only Fully Vaccinated Players are allowed in this Championships
> Only Members of Badminton Asia are eligible to enter this championships.
> Hosting Member Association is entitled with 2 Entries for each event.
> Hosting Member Association may also nominate players/pairs whom are not part
of the ranking list so long it does not exceed their entitled quota (2 entries per
event).
> Other Member Association’s players and pairs ranked in the BWF world ranking
list for each event will be considered and be eligible to enter as stated in the table
below:
Players/ pairs ranked on Total number of players/ pairs from any one
the eligibility date Member Association in that event shall not exceed
1-16 4
17-32 2
33 and above 1
> Should a player(s)/ pair(s) ranked 1-32 from any country withdraws from the

tournament, the particular entry (place) will be given to the next highest ranked




player/ pair from the same country as long as the Eligibility Quota, as stipulated
in (Event Entries), does not exceed.

> After the completion of Phase 2 Eligibility Process, should the entries not reach
the maximum entry quota as specified in (Event Entries), Badminton Asia has
the right to select the next highest players/pairs to be eligible, so long the as
maximum entry quota of the player/pair’s country does not exceed 4 in that
particular event.

> Priority of nomination will be given according to player’s individual or pair with
higher BWF World rankings.

> Only players playing as pair and ranked in the BWF Asia players world ranking
list would be eligible for the consideration. Notional/ adjusted ranking of pairs
will not be considered.

> In each event, Badminton Asia shall be entitled to nominate wild card entry so
long it does not exceed the maximum entry quota as specified in (Event Entries).

> It’s not mandatory for Badminton Asia to exercise its right to nominate a wild
card entry in any or all events.

> Any wild card nominated by Badminton Asia must not exceed the maximum
entry of four (4) in each event for a given member association, and the wild card
entries must have the approval of the member association of the player/ pair
concerned.

> If the Badminton Asia does not exercise their wild cards, the next highest-
ranking player/pair in the BWF world ranking would be eligible to enter unless
the total exceeds the “Eligibility” and/ or the “Maximum Entry Quota” stated
above.

Rights

Badminton Asia reserves the right of final decision for the nomination of players.

Badminton Asia Championships will be run in accordance with, but not limited
to, the Badminton World Federation (BWF) General Competition Regulations
(GCR) and Regulations stipulated in this prospectus. In the event of any dispute,
the decision of Badminton Asia Events Committee will be final.

Format of Play

All Events of the main draw will be played on a knock-out basis after the
qualification on a league basis.

Rally point system of 3 games x 21 points will be used as the scoring system.

Fixed Height Service Measuring Device will be utilised in this Championships.

Responsibility &
Penalties

Every Member Association taking part in the Badminton Asia Championships shall be
responsible for all expenses incurred by its players and officials including travel, hotel
accommodation and other expenses.

Withdrawal Penalty

It is Compulsory for top ten (10) Asian ranking player/pair eligible to play in the
tournament. (Men’s Singles, Women’s Singles, Men’s Doubles, Women’s
Doubles and Mixed Doubles).

If any top ten (10) Asian ranking player/ pair withdraws from the tournament for
any reason whatsoever, the player/pair Member Association shall be penalized by
an administrative fine of US$5,000.

Exemption from the administrative fine (in Item 2 above) will be considered by
Badminton Asia on receipt of an official Representation along with Medical
Certificate. The said player/ pair will be required attend the tournament for a
minimum of two (2) days, and must take part in any media, activity and/ or
function arrangements by Badminton Asia and/ or the host organiser during that
time. Badminton Asia hold the right to waive this obligation if Badminton Asia is
satisfied that medical conditions prevent such travel.

For doubles events (Men’s, Women’s and Mixed) the exemption from the
administrative fine (in Item 1 above) will be considered by Badminton Asia, if the
players are no longer playing as a pair, and this MUST be communicated in writing
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to Badminton Asia before the Deadline Confirmation by Members on Entries
from Eligibility (Phase 1), Friday, 1% April 2022.

The players concerned SHALL NOT play as a pair in any BWF/ Badminton Asia
Sanctioned tournament for the next (6) month after the Badminton Asia
Championships. Failing which, Badminton Asia will impose an administrative
fine of US$5,000.00 on the Members Association concerned for falsification of
information.

If a medal winning team of the Member Association is not present at the medal
ceremony, for any reason whatsoever, the Member Association shall be penalised
by and administrative fine of US$ 1,500.00 per team.

If a Member Association fails to show up at the Championships (No Show) any
reason whatsoever, the Member Association shall automatically be penalised with
an administrative fine of US$ 5,000.00 per team.

If a team of a Member Association arrives late or departs early, for any reason
whatsoever and affecting the team’s ability to play or complete their scheduled
matches or ties, such Member Association shall be penalised by an administrative
fine of US$ 1,500.00 per team.

Substitution A player / pair may participate in an event of the Badminton Asia Championships
only if the player's / pair's entry is made by the date/ confirmation of as stated in
the “Timeline”.

No changes or substitutions of any kind can be made after the release of the final
eligible list (Phase 2) the draw date, and also to the draw after it has been made
except corrections as in BWF Regulations or promotions as in Regulation in
General Competition Regulations.

The referee may re-draw a particular qualifying draw if it has been rendered
severely imbalanced and if play in that draw has not begun.

Clothing & Clothing and advertising will be permitted in accordance with the competition regulations

Advertising of Badminton World Federation. (GCR 20 - 24)

The player’s name on the back of clothing shall be identical with the name registered as
the Last Name (or an abbreviation thereof) in the BWF Player database. Last Name is
defined as the family name, surname or similar name under the respective naming
protocol of the Member count. (GCR 23.3)

Name of player and Country is MANDATORY from the first day of the event.
Doubles players must wear pair colours. That is, each player must wear the same colour
and design of shirts and shorts (or equivalent articles of clothing) throughout a match.
Opposing players must wear clothing of significantly different colours.

Player’s Media Obligations

3. Failure to fulfill Media obligations will be subjected to BWF Penalty.
Functions
Players will be required to attend any activities and/ or functions whenever they are
requested by the host organizer or Badminton Asia, so long as the player(s) is not scheduled
to play in any matches at the same period of time.

The official testing will be carried out in the official hotel according to the below testing
plan.

Antigen test before hotel check-inn.
Mandatory Day +4 Antigen test at the hotel.
Possible RT PCR test 72H or 48H before departure, depends on the requirements of their
country of origin/airline. Advance booking must be made thru their Liaison Officer.

RT-PCR - $70 USD.

All On- Demand COVID 19 RT- PCR Test for leaving Philippines must be booked with
the organizer no less than 48 Hours before intended date and all expenses will be borne
by the respective teams.

All participating players and accompanying staffs are required to Fill-up the form
below (within 3 days of your arrival date into Philippines) and kindly print the form.

You need to present a negative (RT-PCR) Test taken within FOURTY- EIGHT (48)
Hours prior to the date and time of departure from the country of origin/ first port of
embarkation in a continuous travel to the Philippines.

(Lay Overs excluded, one must not leave the premises of the airport and must not be
admitted into another country during the layover.)

Entry Requirement

1. Visa (please check with your local embassy on this matter)

2. Fully Vaccination (Proof of Vaccination), 2™ dose must received more than fourteen
(14) days prior to the date and time of departure.

3. RT-PCR test taken within forty-eight (48) hours administrated and certified by
healthcare facilities.

4. Passport valid for at least Six (6) months at the time of arrival to the Philippines.
5. Valid Return ticket.

6. Travel Insurance for COVID 19 treatment cost with a minimum coverage of
US$ 35,000.00 for the duration of your stay in the Philippines.
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Please supply the following information prior to departing to PHILIPPINES for the
competition:

1. Declaration of vaccination status, and the required proof of vaccination.

2. Confirmation and supporting evidence IF AND ONLY IF you have tested positive for
COVID-19 within 90 days of the tournament/antibody serology result.

3. Confirmation and evidence of a negative pre-arrival PCR (48h prior to arrival).
4. Completely filled out Medical Form for the host. (Attached)

5. Download the StaySafe App - https://www.staysafe.ph/ . The organizing committee
will provide Smart sim cards upon arrival in the airport.

Doping Control

Doping Test may be conducted randomly throughout the tournament. Doping control in
badminton, in accordance with BWF Anti-Doping Regulations, is conducted out-of-
competition and in-competition with the collection of urine and/or blood samples.

Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body. Before an athlete takes any
medication, they should check with their doctor, and if necessary, get a Therapeutic Use
Exemption (TUE).

Every person has an obligation to report to the BWF any approaches by anyone to gather
inside information or to change the outcome of a matches.

GCR 7.9 Disciplinary Processes.”

for personal injury, financial loss, death or property damage, in any form, arising out of or
in any way resulting from the participation in, postponement or cancellation of the said
tournament.

The organizer will NOT be responsible for any injury sustained, at any time, by any player
or official arising from his participation in these Championships. Any costs incurred for
medical treatment and / or hospitalization shall be borne by the Member Association of the
player / official concerned.
